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Vehicle Miles of Travel (VMT)

Purpose

This indicator addresses the change in the growth of Vehicle Miles of Travel (VMT) on local roads
and state highways in the region between 1990 and 2005.

Importance

This indicator is a measurement of the total miles traveled by all vehicles on State Highways and
local roads. The data is used by Caltrans to estimate vehicle fuel consumption, economy, and
related expenditures. The data can be used to determine the extent to which the amount of travel
in the San Luis Obispo region is higher or lower than other regions or the state and whether it is
consistent with the growth of the population.

Status

From 1990 to 2006 total VMT on State Highways and local roads in the region increased by 827
million miles (37.9%), of which 469 million was on highways and 358 million on local roads. During
this time, the population of the County increased by 22% (47,738) and VMT on all highways in the
State increased by 33.9%. During this period, the annual rate of VMT growth in the San Luis
Obispo region averaged 2.7% as compared to 2.43% for the State as a whole.

SLOCOG Actions

Work with local agencies to seek implementation of smart growth strategies and principles that will
result in land use patterns that help reduce vehicle travel.

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Local Streets and Roads Condition

Purpose

This indicator is a measure of the extent to which local streets and roads in the region are being
maintained and repaired adequately.

Importance

The maintenance of streets and roads according to a carefully designed and cost efficient
pavement management plan is an effective way of serving the basic transportation needs of the
general public.

Status

From 2002 and 2006 local jurisdictions were able to make some progress in the maintenance and
rehabilitation of their roads, particularly in the development of pavement management plans and
the completion of updated condition inventories. Following is a summary of the overall progress
made during this period.

¢ Road miles rated “bad” decreased by 184 from 289 to 104 miles.
¢ Road miles rated “poor” increased by 42 from 113 to 155 miles.
¢ Road miles rated “fair” increased by 293 from 185 to 479 miles.
¢ Road miles rated “good” increased by 285 from 218 to 503 miles.
¢ Road miles rated “best’ decreased by 35 from 761 to 498 miles.

More details on the changes made in road conditions for each city and the county is provided in
the tables on the following page.

SLOCOG Actions

Continue to monitor the condition of local streets and roads and seek opportunities to assist local
agencies in the implementation of their Pavement Management Programs.

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State Highway Accident Rates

Purpose

This indicator is a measure of the extent to which the number and type of accidents occurring on
the State Highway system in San Luis Obispo County is higher or lower than for similar highway
facilities around the State.

Importance

One of the most important responsibilities Caltrans has is providing improvements to the State
Highway system that will make it as safe as possible. Caltrans uses its Traffic Accident
Surveillance and Analysis System (TASAS), which provides a measure of the relative safety of the
highway system by tabulating accidents by type (fatal, injury & property damage) per million vehicle
miles over three year periods, of which the most recent were 2000-2003 and 2003-2006.

Status

Following are the major conclusions about the changes in accident rates drawn from the analysis
of Caltrans accident data:

1. Highway segments with an accident rate higher than the statewide average remained
unchanged between the two periods at 14.

2. The number of segments of US Highway 101 with an accident rate higher than the statewide
average was reduced from three to one, with a 50% drop on Cuesta Grade following the
addition of north and southbound truck lanes in 2003 and a 27% drop between San Ramon
Road in Atascadero and Route 46 East in Paso Robles.

3. The number of segments on Route 227 that had an accident rate exceeding the statewide
average increased from two to four.

SLOCOG Actions

Continue to work with Caltrans and local agencies to analyze State Highway accident data to
assist in determining locations where improvement are warranted.

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State Highway Traffic

Purpose

This indicator is a measure of the growth in traffic volume seen on the State Highways in the region
during the Peak Hour, Peak Month and on an Average basis (AADT)

Importance

The State Highway system, especially US Highway 101, Route 46 East, and Route 1 north of the
City of San Luis Obispo, is the principle means of intercommunity and interregional transportation
in and through San Luis Obispo County. US Highway 101 is the most important highway in the

region because it is the only north-south Highway serving the region, and it directly serves six of

the seven cities in the region and 75% of the total region’s population lives within five miles of it. It
is essential to an effective transportation system performance monitoring program that change in

traffic on the State Highway system be carefully monitored and analyzed. This is one of the most

important ways of measuring the impact of growth and development that is occurring.

Status

The following major conclusions were drawn from the analysis of Caltrans traffic count data for the
State Highway system between 1995, 2000 and 2005 as depicted in detail in the tables on the
following pages:

1.

Overall traffic, averaged for the entire State Highway system in the region, increased by
34% during the peak hour, 35.6% in the Peak Month and 35% on an Average Daily basis
(AADT).

The number of segments on Route 1 with at least 15,000 vehicles per day in the Peak
Month or Average (which had been limited to the City of San Luis Obispo) expanded to
include the South County between Halcyon Road and 4" Street in Pismo Beach based on
40-69% traffic growth.

The number of segments on US Highway 101 with at least 50,000 vehicles per day in the
Peak Month or on Average (which had been limited to the South County from the Santa
Barbara County line to Route 1 in the City of San Luis Obispo) expanded to include the
North County between Route 41 West in Atascadero and Spring Street in Paso Robles
based on 40-60% traffic growth.

The number of segments on Route 227 with at least 15,000 vehicles per day in the Peak
Month or on Average (which had been limited to the area between the County Airport and
US Highway 101) expanded to include the segment through the City of Arroyo Grande
based on 25-29% traffic growth.

SLOCOG Actions

Continue to review and analyze Caltrans traffic data to estimate the location of segments where
capacity or other improvements may be required and work with Caltrans and local jurisdictions to
implement appropriate corrective actions.

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Traffic on Major Local Roads

Purpose

This indicator is a measure of the traffic carried on major local roads throughout the region as
measured by counts conducted for SLOCOG in the summer and winter of 1995/96 and 2005/06.

Importance

Local roads designated as Routes of Regional Significance are essential elements of the regions’
transportation system. As with the highway system, it is essential to carefully monitor and analyze
traffic conditions on these routes.

Status

The following table summarizes the change in traffic on the local Route of Regional Significance
between 1995 and 2006. It shows that traffic on several of these roads increased by about 40% in
some areas to as high as 71% on Foothill Boulevard in the City of San Luis Obispo. Traffic on
some roads declined, including Grand Avenue in Arroyo Grande between the summer periods in
1995 and 2006. Additional data for counts taken in the summer of 2005 and winter of 2006 for all
roads throughout the region included in the SLOCOG Regional Traffic Count Program is included
on the following pages.

SLOCOG Actions

Continue to review and analyze traffic data on Routes of Regional Significance in order to assist in
identifying where capacity or operational improvements may be required and work with local
jurisdictions to implement appropriate corrective actions.
